You 

must incorporate these focus squares into your 

blanket and use a tropical theme.  A charm will be 

given to all who participate and complete their 

blanket. 

 

Crochet/Knitters Challenge 

The blanket must be minimum 36x36 and you may 

incorporate other colors but the majority of your 

blanket should use the color PINK. The brighter the 

better! You can use any design you choose. Charms 

will be given to all who participate and complete their 

afghans. 

 

 

April 2010 Quilt Challenge 
Your task, should you accept the assignment, is to make a quilt top using the Project Linus 
fabric. Entry is $5 per blanket to be made. You will be given 1 yard of Project Linus fabric 
that you must incorporate into the front of your quilt. The majority of the fabric must be the 

Project Linus fabric. Your quilt must be at least 36x45. The 1 yard lengths will be available at 
the APRIL 20, 2010 morning and evening meetings or you can contact Michele at 589-1854 

if you wish to start sooner. The entries will be judged on May 18, 2010 at the evening 
meeting held at Mercy Hospital, 6p-9p. 

Winner will receive a $25 dollar gift certificate to JoAnns. Charms will be given to all who 
enter and complete their blankets. 

 

Crocheter/Knitters 
Your task, should you accept the assignment, is to use purple and yellow. The blanket must

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Blanket Guidelines 

Blankets must be well made, using new materials only. 

 

Blankets may be any style, i.e. quilted, tied, crocheted, knitted and 

fleece. 

 

Blankets must be at least 36” x 45” or larger, up to twin size. 

Approximately 45” x 60” is the perfect size. 

FABRICS: 

Cotton, fleece, flannel, minkie.  No upholstery fabric. Please cut off 

selvedges. In other words, do not use fabrics that you would not want  

to cuddle up to. NO religious or holiday fabrics. Bright colorful fabrics are 

preferred. 

AFGHANS: Use washable yarn. No yarn with wool content. Stitches 

should be close together so not to have large holes. 

 

BLANKET TYPES: 

Quilts & Tied Comforters. Please make sure that your ties are not 

further than approximately 6” apart.  

 

Afghans Please use yarn that is washable. No wool.  

Fleece blankets-PLEASE CUT OFF SALVAGES 

No Sew/Tying Knots - Please cut 4” squares from all 4 

corners of fleece then proceed to cut fringe. This will make 

your corners lay flat. To avoid blankets looking like a “bowl” 

do not tie knot too close to blanket edge. 

Sewing/Fringe – Machine Sew your piece(s) of fleece 2 or 3 

inches from edge with a straight stitch. You can sew around 

twice approximately 1/2inch. Cut out your 4” corners and 

fringe every 1/2inch. 

Store bought fleece blankets – If you are going to fringe 

and tie please cut off the blanket stitch border. If you want 

to crochet around the edge use the blanket stitch on the 

blanket to hook to. Cut off the store tag. 

Crochet around edges of blanket – use a skip stitch blade 

(available from your local Project Linus coordinator or 

www.projectlinus.org) to make holes to crochet around the 

edge of your blanket for a nice finished look

Blanket Drop Off Locations 

 
There are three primary colors: red, blue, and yellow. 

These colors cannot be created from the other colors on 

the wheel, but all the other colors can be created from a 

combination of these three. They can be hard to live 

with in their full intensity. A little goes a long way! But a 

lower intensity version can be calming. Think navy, 

which is a darker version of blue or cranberry, a darker 

version of red. Secondary colors are formed by mixing 

two primary colors. For instance, red and yellow make 

orange, blue and green make green, and blue and red 

make purple. Now we are beginning to make "designer" 

colors!  

Tertiary colors are formed by mixing primary colors with 

the secondary color next to them. The tertiary colors 

include: red-violet and blue-violet, red-orange and 

yellow-orange, or yellow-green and blue-green. These 

colors are versatile and just a few of your decorating 

friends. Do you have a favorite? Think of basing your 

design plan around those you love.
