Scout takes on blanket project, and others are
warmed

For his Eagle Scout project, Jarom Peterson, 13, decided to make a blanket statement about helping children in need.So on May 7,
he held "Make a Blanket Day" to warm the hearts and bodies of infants to teenagers who are seriously ill or emotionally traumatized.
The event, held at the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter Day Saints in Lake Elsinore, which the Peterson family attends, was sponsored
by Project Linus, a national volunteer organization with 350 chapters that distributes handmade blankets and afghans crafted by
"blanketeers." Giving the blankets to the children provides them with a sense of comfort and gives the volunteers an opportunity to
serve.
A sewing bee of sorts started at about 4 p.m. in the cultural hall, and three hours later about 25 blankets in kid-friendly fabrics and kid
colors were crocheted or knitted. About another 160 blankets already made were dropped off. They will be delivered to Loma Linda
Children's Hospital in San Bernardino County.
Jarom, a member of Troop 824, had heard about Project Linus from his aunt, Michele Willis, who is a project coordinator for the
organization in Bakersfield.
An eighth-grader at Elsinore Middle School, Jarom set a goal of procuring 100 blankets, and was thrilled to easily surpass it. To attract
participants, he promoted a raffle."l really enjoyed the raffle," he said. He drew numbers for a printer, DVD player and lots of food and
dinner coupons.
Jarom's mother, Becky, said the task of soliciting donations from local merchants for raffle prizes was a learning experience."When he
first asked the businesses, he would look down at his toes," she said. "By the time he was done, he was looking at them eye to eye."
Janet Jarosh, Project Linus coordinator of the Moreno Valley chapter, which covers western Riverside and San Bernardino counties,
said that the blankets go to seriously ill children facing organ transplants, heart surgery, AIDS, burns, child abuse and other life-
threatening conditions and traumas."Currently we deliver over 150 blankets per month to Loma Linda, 65 to Riverside Regional
Medical Center, 30 to Parkview Hospital NICU, and others to foster care facilities and to the children of our soldiers killed in Irag or
Afghanistan...

Meanwhile, as he closes in on the Eagle Scout badge, Jarom has already accomplished something important, he said. "It feels great
knowing you're doing something for the needy
