¶ Quilts must be at least 36ɽx 45ɽ and not larger than 60ɽx80ɽ

for instruction.

¶ Quilts must be at least 36ɽx 45ɽ and not larger than 60ɽx80ɽ 
¶ Any quilt design can be used.

¶ PRIZE: a cash prize of $200, a 2-day workshop sponsored by 

HandiQuilter at your location and a prize package of fabric, thread and 

batting.
