seen it before. It was one from our chapter -- a small,
light blue basket weave knit pattern created from the
softest of soft yarn, lovingly made for this beloved son
and his grieving parents. The blanket and hat were
returned to the family after

their son was cremated and are sources of great
comfort to this young couple.

This was a strange and rewarding full circle

moment. If you ever doubt for one moment that all
your hard work and the blankets make a difference,
please stop. Know that you do make a difference —
more than you will ever know.
