Machine applique trick 

 

When you begin to machine 

appliqué, insert the needle into the 

fabric to take a stitch, then pull the 

bobbin thread up from the back. 

Hold onto both thread ends when 

you begin stitching. This trick 

prevents nasty wads of thread on the 

back of your work.
